NEWS FROM THE TOWNSHIPS

St. James Township

At the St. James Town Board
meeting of May 7", supervisor Don
Vyse stated that Wolverine Power had
increased the lease period on Arranmore
Park to 40 years. Negotiations about
property taxes were continuing.

A DEQ contractor was due on the
Island on May 12" to install another well
at the Community House to test, for 10
days, the degree to which the ground
contamination has been reduced.

Board. On June 16" Brian Mastenbrook
(DEQ) and Gary Campbell (sprayer)
will inspect the Island’s phragmites
patches to assess the degree of effective-
ness from last September’s spray.

Excitement is building for the
Island’s first Electric Car Show on
Friday June 27, and Saturday June 28.

Thirteen electric cars and trucks
from ZENN, GEM, Zap, and Vantage
will arrive on Friday’s first ferry, and
will be shown on the brick paver section
in front of The Shamrock Bar &
Restaurant and Harbour Market. Jeff
Connor from Inland Auto EV will also
show his Dodge Dakota pickup truck
EV conversion as a work-in-progress.

All of the EVs will be available for
test drives, according to dealer repre-
sentatives Vic Staley and Frank Veraldi.
Both new and used cars will be fea-
tured, and the dealers will have special
show pricing along with dealer financ-
ing and leasing options. Soft drinks and
homemade cookies will be served,
courtesy of Inland Auto EV.

Much interest has been expressed
locally in the small truck from Vantage,
a California manufacturer. These new
vehicles are just beginning to arrive at
dealers, and Vic Staley hopes his is
delivered in time for the show. The
Island show debut will be among the
first for the truck. Small truck versions
ofthe GEM will also be shown.

“This is a great time for EVs on
Beaver Island,” said local EV enthusi-
ast and show organizer Dan Wardlow.

“We have all the pieces necessary for a
viable EV community,” he added,
“lightly traveled roads, short distances,
local service available, and a network of
six free public charging stations. It's
now possible to drive a small EV
around the [sland with only a short stop
foraconvenience charge.”

With gas prices likely to stay high
for the foreseeable future, EVs are also
economical transportation, costing 2
cents per mile for electricity.

Current models of small EVs are
classified as low-speed vehicles, and
have a top speed of 25 mph with arange
0f30-40 miles on a charge.

Beaver Island is also a regular stop on the
“Great Loop” cruise in which boaters
circumnavigate the eastern half of the
United States from New York, the Erie
Canal, the Great Lakes to Chicago, the
inland river system to either Mobile, Ala-
bama or New Orleans, around Florida,
and up the east coast via the Intracostal
Waterway to New York. This trip brings
boats from many states to Beaver Island.

After the Chicago-to-Mackinac Race
in mid July, the town dock fills several
nights with racers returning to Chicago.
They often are rafted together several
deep; they come for a night or two of rest
and recuperation, to tell their heroic race
stories, and to visit the pubs and restau-
rants. Local races from Charlevoix and
Traverse City also visit the Island.

Most are couples or families on a
weekend getaway or a couple weeks of
vacation. Occasionally some are on a

eight years. Ed made six trips to Boyne
City during the winter to prepare for the
delivery and to haul van loads of gear to
his home in Westport, Connecticut.

The crew is a family affair: Ed;
brother Richard from Ennis, Texas; son
Ed III and his son, twelve-year-old Willy
from Burlington; and daughter Susan
Ringer from Paris, France. Willy and
Susan left the crew here to fly home,

The Beaver Island
archipelago is an attractive destination for
the cruiser from northern Michigan who
may only have a few days or a week vaca-
tion.

When they arrive they
feel “so far away, but yet so close” to
home. The harbor is also a regular stop for
Lake Michigan boaters on the way to
Canada’s North Channel between
Manitoulin Island and the Canadian main-
land in northern Lake Huron.

They will
share cruising plans, where they came
from and where they are going, tell about
their boats and what attracts them to Bea-
ver Island, and more. It would be impos-
sible to visit with each cruiser but, hope-
fully, an interesting cross section will be
presented.

Willy to Burlington and Susan to Paris.
The three men will continue the 1,200
mile trip, expecting to be underway for a
month.

Following launching in Boyne City
they conducted sea trials for one day and
then anchored for a night in Round Lake.
The next day they could have headed
directly to Mackinac City and Lake
Huron; however a quote in a cruising
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guide influenced them to visit St. James.
Dozier’s Great Lakes Waterway Guide
says “The center of cruising in northern
Lake Michigan is St. James Harbor at the
tiny community of St. James.” “That's
what brought us to Beaver Island,” said
Ed Champagne III. They were very
pleased with the protected anchorage in
the northeast corner of the harbor as
winds were gusting between 20 and 25

knots; they had no doubt that the anchor-
age is heavily used during the summer
cruising months.

Ed’s daughter complemented the
Historical Society’s preservation efforts
and informative history signs around
town. She also thought the restored store
front on the Community Center was a
wonderful preservation idea.

Explorer II's next stop probably will

be Cheboygan. Then it will be down Lake
Huron, the St. Claire River, Lake St.
Claire, and Lake Erie to Buffalo. There
they will enter the Erie Canal, and
traverse the width of New York through
57 locks to the Hudson River at Troy.
Then there are eleven more locks on the
Champlain Canal until they reach Lake
Champlain. We are glad they spent two
days with us. —-LH

rigitte and Rolf Baumgartner left Switzer-

land in 2003 and now are on their return

trip home on their French-built Jeanneau
34 sloop. They visited Beaver Island in early Sep-
tember last year near the end of their westward
cruise and then proceeded to Muskegon, where the
boat was hauled for winter storage and minor re-
pairs. They spent the winter at home in Switzer-
land and returned April 29 to prepare for the return
trip.

The cruise began in Basel, Switzerland and
included 143 locks down to the Mediterranean
Sea, including one lock with a 69' drop. They pro-
ceeded to the Canary Islands where they began the
crossing to St. Lucia in the Carribean. It took 28
days including seven with absolutely no wind.
“We finally spotted the mountains of St. Lucia
about 2:00 p.m. in the afternoon but they never
seemed to get any closer. Finally at 2:00 a.m. we
dropped anchor in the harbor. It was such a great
feeling to be there,” said Brigitte.

Both 2004 and 2005 were spent island hop-
ping in the Carribean. In 2006 Happy Landing
sailed north from Granada, spent three months in
the Bahamas, then proceeded up the Intracoastal
Waterway and wintered in the Chesapeake Bay.
Prior to their arrival at Beaver last year they sailed
the Chesapeake Bay to New York City, Hudson
River, Erie Canal, and the Trent Severn Canal in
Ontario to Lake Huron.

This year they hope to be in New York City by
June 15 to await a favorable weather pattern to
cross to the Azores and then to Gibralter. Rolf'said
he will wait for a low pressure weather system to
pass, which has about eight days of settled weather
following it. He feels that provides enough time to
get well offshore and ahead of the next storm sys-
tem. Also, he said they must reach 50° west longi-
tude to be clear of early hurricanes.

In this day of high tech electronics and com-
munications, mariners have many ways to receive
weather information. While crossing Rolf' called
the weather station in Hamburg, Germany, via sat-
ellite phone every four days to give them their lati-
tude and longitude. Hamburg would return the call
in a few minutes and text-message a four-day fore-
cast including wind and wave, and a preferred
course for speed and comfort.

When asked what they learned about America
Rolf said “American people are so open; they offer
a hand, and make it easy to travel in a strange
land.” He also said “Beaver Island is so different
from metropolitan areas. It's not hectic; you take
time to be interested in others.” We wish them a
safe journey and know they will fondly remember
Beaver Island.

It seems many early spring and late season
cruisers are on vessel deliveries. Next month we’ll
meet some regional Great Lakes cruisers.  —LH

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« INSIDE MURANO AND

As mentioned last month in my arti-
cle about my trip to Murano, Italy, the
island of glass, we had special access to
many artisans due to our connection
(the glass-making class) with Lucio
Bubacco.

Murano’s factories pro-
duce glass artwork, goblets,
vases, sculptures and
“pearls” (beads). Murano is
also the home of the Museo
Vetrario, or glass museum—
an excellent place to see the
history of glass on Murano
dating from the 15" century
to the present day. Even the
building is historic.

Massimiliano Schiavon is a glass
artist who makes vases on a transparent
base with “canes” arranged on top of a

o,

VENIC

base. These canes are arranged on the
base before it is blown and put in a fur-
nace. Sometimes the glass, after it is
kiln annealed and cold, is intensively
ground to reveal the layers of glass.
We watched the process in
his furnace and
visited a few of
his showrooms.
Massi-miliano
gave me a piece of
a cane. [ also
bought a bead
which shows the
grinding of the
glass.

Canes are made by pulling molten
glass into long strands. Then different
colors of canes are cut up and placed
together on a plate, heated to soften, and

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joined together. These can be made into
plates, bowls, or paperweights, or in-
corporated into blown glass.

Present day furnaces are quite simi-
lar to those from the Middle Ages and
Renaissance times. The gaffer (master
glassmaker) and his assis-
tants (serventi and garzoni)
form a work group called a
piazza. They move around
the furnace, gathering the
glass with a blowpipe, regu-
larly putting this gather back
into the fire. The tools are the
same as were used for gener-
ations. The gaffer sits on a bench with
support arms to help him turn and hold
the blow pipe.

century Palazetto Correr. The upper
floors contain a showroom of the
Alfredo Barbini glassworks we were
invited to see one rainy day. The
portego (central hall) of this house was
frescoed by Antonio Pellegrini for the
Venetian aristocrat Angelo
Correr in 1696. The frescoe
has scenes of Alexander the
Great’s feats and other myth-
ological subjects. Alfredo
Barbini was one of the origi-
nal grand masters of 20" cen-
tury Murano glassmaking,
known for his work with
solid and blown glass. He died in 2007
at the age of 94, having started his fac-
tory at age 20. He originated solid glass
aquariums and life-like solid glass ani-
mals. The factory no longer produces

glass; it is primarily a museum of pri-
vate pieces and a shop which sells his
glassworks.

Across the canal from my apart-
ment was the Palazzo da Mula which
was built prior to the 15" cen- g
tury but was re-
structured then. It
houses the Venice
municipal author-
ity’s offices today
(just a short com-
mute from Venice |
on the vaporetto!). |
It has various
arches, ancient reliefs,
Gothic windows and tiles. It was fasci-
nating to live and walk around these
wondrous, ancient buildings.

It was New Year’s day 1974. The
weather was cold and blustery, the wind
strong out of the northwest, and the tem-
perature hovered in the mid-teens. Yet it
was bright and sunny so that sitting inside
my Mom's kitchen it appeared to be a
pleasant day outside. It was just one of
those days for taking it easy.

About the time we sat down to lunch,
the phone rang. My father, the
Charlevoix County Deputy at the time,
answered. Chief Petty Officer Smith,
then Commander of the United States
Coast Guard Charlevoix station, was on
the phone and informed Dad that two
coastguardsmen were missing from the
Lansing Shoal Light Station.

My father had only recently taken

THE WAVE

I was recently asked if I would mind
writing a little article regarding the Bea-
ver Island “wave.” To tell the truth, it has
been a fact of life here on the Island for so
long that I hadn't given it any more
thought than breathing in and out. It is
true, though, this phenomenon does
seem to occur in areas of small popula-
tions, and especially remote areas. After

the deputy position, and found it quite a
challenge and very different from his
previous law enforcement position with
the Detroit City Police Department. As
the story unfolded, it proved rather in-
credible to believe. Lansing Shoals Light
is located about nine miles north north-
west of Beaver Island and was one of the
last lighthouses in the Great Lakes to be
manned, while most others had already
been automated.

It appeared that the previous after-
noon, two of three coastguardsmen from
Lansing Shoals decided to row to Beaver
Island for New Year’s Eve, spend the
evening at the Shamrock, and row back
to the lighthouse, hoping to arrive early
the morning of New Year’s Day. Note: all

of'this was done without permission from
their superiors.

Well, the remaining coastguardsman
must have been a bit distraught when the
two failed to return because he did not
report them missing until midday. When
we received the call we rolled out our
Cessna 180 and made preparations for a
search of the northern part of the Beaver
Archipelago. Frankly, we did not hold
out a lot of hope, considering the air tem-
perature, the near gale force winds all
night and through early morning, and the
heavy pack ice drifted around Garden
and Hog Islands as well as further west.

We decided to search the most likely
areas where they might be, taking into
consideration the known wind direction,

(note: this was written for the Beacon some time ago but set aside, lost, and only now rediscovered)

very little research it has been noted that
islands seem to be the prevailing location
for the “wave.” Not only that, Beaver
Island seems to stand out as having a
larger percentage of “wavers.” After vis-
iting Mackinac, Drummond, Bois Blanc,
Summer, and Nebish Islands here in the
north, it's obvious Beaver does indeed
stand out with this particular trait.

Of course, “wavers” in general are
laid-back people. A person with a dis-
cerning eye might even be able to use the
responding “wave” as a barometer to
determine the attitude of the responder.

For the most part a hearty “wave” is
certainly a friendly gesture, giving you
the urge to respond like-wise. Once you
have become familiar with a “waver”

We knew the Traverse City Coast
Guard Air Station had been notified, and
we were expecting a helicopter to be
launched but did not expect it to arrive on
scene for some time, considering the dis-
tance to be traveled and speed of the old
Sikorsky helicopters used at the time.

We began our search by going coun-
terclockwise around Garden Island, and
as we came along the north shore and
turned down the west side we saw what
appeared to be a skiff in the drift ice about
172 miles north of Garden Island’s south-
west point and about 200 yards off shore.

As we approached we dropped down
to about 100 AGL to hopefully ascertain
the condition of the two men in the boat

you have no doubt started something that
can go on forever.

In the past people drove the same
cars for years so you pretty much knew
who you were going to be waving at.
Now, of course, it's a different story. You
would think people changing vehicles
almost annually would really put a
whammy on the “wave.” Not so! It's so

(who at this point were not visible). My
father was flying and as we came across
the boat he placed it on my side so I could
concentrate on looking down at its two
occupants. The two men were lying flat
in the boat and we saw no movement.
Just as we passed overhead, one of
the men shot a flare straight up, which
appeared to miss our right wing tip by
inches. It was one those rare instances in
a life when time seems to stand still. After
43+ years of flying I can still see that flare
going by our wing as if it were yesterday.
After that, everything was rather
anticlimactic. We radioed the Welke Air-
port Unicom with the location of the
boat, saying both occupants were alive.
My mother passed this information to the

firmly established by now, everyone is
eligible for the “wave.”

People who are busy, or in a hurry,
often use a subtle “wave” that you really
have to watch for. That's when just a fin-
ger is raised off the steering wheel. Gen-
erally it's the index finger. If it's the mid-
dle finger — well, that's something else.

At the beginning of this article it

Coast Guard station in Charlevoix. My
father and I continued to circle the boat
until the Coast Guard helicopter arrived
about 45 minutes later and hoisted both
men out of the boat. We returned home
and that was pretty much the end of the
story.

A few months later I found out that
both men were hospitalized for exposure
for a short period of time with no perma-
nent harm. Later that winter Paul Ken,
who was fishing commercially at the
time, went out and recovered the boat
from the ice and set it by the lighthouse
until the next summer. In the history of
the Shamrock Bar there is probably no
one else who made more of an effort to
get there for New Year’s Eve.

Symphony Orchestra was Caitlin Boyle

The annual BICS Sports Award pro-
gram, held April 29 in the school gym,
took a turn towards the horticultural this
year, thanks to guest speakers Heidi and
Clark Hewitt from Harbor Light Chris-
tian School of Harbor Springs.

was on the Island to demonstrate, along
with business partner Tim Corcoran.
“This is a progressive Department that is
working hard to protect their people,”
Sheridan added prior to a day-long
training session on May 3".

Under the direction of Sheridan and
Corcoran, 16 members of the BIFD
gathered at Darrell Butler’s to practice
stabilizing simulated crash vehicles,
lifting those vehicles using the Res-Q-
Jack system, and accessing potential
crash victims using the ‘Power Hawk’
rescue tool to cut away metal supports.

After Sheridan went over some basic
operations and prep work, the firemen
were ready to divide into teams and get to
work. The first ‘crash’ vehicle they faced
was a small pickup truck resting on the
passenger side with the first objective
being to assure themselves the vehicle
was stable before attempting further
rescue.

“When a vehicle is unstable it can
roll. Stabilization is the first priority,”
Sheridan affirmed to the group.

The teams quickly located the best
sites for the jacks and within minutes the

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vehicle was as steady as if it were on all
four wheels. The next step was to test the
jacks’ lifting ability. Properly placed, the
Res-Q-Jacks can lift a passenger vehicle
nearly a foot off the ground, plenty of
room for access with the Power Hawk if
needed. And since the vehicle was ready,
team members took turns operating the
electric Hawk, quickly cutting away
enough supports to pull the top of the
pickup's cap clear away to gain full
access. Using a chain and pulley set up,
the next step was to pull the steering
column away from the main cab; another

task quickly and competently completed.

The firemen also worked on a
vehicle completely overturned and
resting on its top. Another exercise had
them clip and clear the roof off a sitting
sedan.

Sheridan summed up the exercises
as, “learning the principles and ground
rules of using the jacks in order to
analyze a given situation and to size up a
vehicle for extraction.”

“We're fortunate to have all the
equipment we have,” said long-time
fireman Joe Timsak. “We have more than

a lot of small departments, but we need it
because we're out here by ourselves.”

Department Chief Tim McDonough
called the session a great experience and
was appreciative of all the volunteers
who gave up the day to further their
skills.

State Senator Jason Allen, who had
been on the Island for a turkey hunt,
stopped by to watch the department in
action for a few minutes, and said he was
very impressed with both the equipment
on hand and the expertise with which it
was being used.

We have an urgent request for all shoreline property owners. In May, as a result of legal reviews by the
DEQ, we are making changes to the 2008 Phragmites treatment plan. The intention is to enhance our understanding
of Phragmites infestations on Great Lakes islands and lead to better management of our sensitive coastal shoreline.

We would like all 733 shoreline property owners to return the “permission slip” with your permission to
access your shoreline property for the purpose of a detailed Phragmites survey. Without your consent, we will not
be able to document the extent of the infestation.

In addition, if you wish to be included in the herbicide treatment, please check all the appropriate boxes. A
letter detailing the treatment plan will be mailed on June 1st.

We as an island community have made great strides protecting our present shoreline and habitat but due to
the present Michigan laws, we need your help and rapid return of this permission slip. Beaver Island’s Phragmites
program is pioneering on many different levels. Our collective attempts or failure to act on controlling this
invasive species reaches beyond our shores and will directly impact future generations of shoreline owners.

If we have not received your slip by June 24, 2008, we will need to make follow-up phone calls. This is
costly and time consuming. Please join us in this fight to preserve our shoreline vistas and critical wildlife habitat.

This initiative is not ours alone, your assistance in the form of consent is urgently needed.
