Closer to home, we have also given 
generously to the Salvation Army for 
the needs of Emmet and Charlevoix 
counties, made unsolicited donations 
to the Beaver Island Fire Dept and 
EMS, and assisted a needy family. 

Throughout the year our activities 
included a free pancake supper in 
November, open to the community. In 
December we purchased small gifts 
for each Light House School student 
and staff member. We sponsored a 
Christmas party, providing a lunch, 
gifts, and a visit from Mr. & Mrs. Santa 
Claus.
