arrived at work to discover water flow-
ing out the front door of the new facility.  
Upon entering the building they found a 
soaked carpet, warped doors, and an old 
fax machine gushing water.  Luckily, no 
records were ever in danger.

The problem turned out to be the air 
conditioning system, whose FCUs (fan 
coil units) are sensitive to power out-
ages.  They can turn off, and, if they do, 
they must be reset manually.  The Island 
had suffered such an outage, and the 
FCU electrical control box discon-
nected its fan.  The cooling coils in the 
FCU kept receiving cold air, but with no 
air forced over the coils by a fan, frost 
built up, causing water in the nearby 
heating coil to freeze–until it broke, pro-
ducing an interior rain during the night.

A claim for about $40,000 has been 
submitted to the insurance company, 
and Beaver Gems is preparing a bid for 
modifications in the system: an indica-
tor light and warning buzzer; handy 
remote reset controls; and a tempera-
ture sensor on the FCUs to turn off the 
air conditioning units when the cooling 
coil temperature drops.
