For the last several days I have been 

looking at the ice in the harbor of Para-
dise Bay. It sure looked solid enough for 
skating, and smooth enough too. So this 
afternoon I got out my skates, went 
down to the public beach, sat on a milk 
carton, and put them on. For the next 35 
minutes I was a kid again.

When I really was a kid I grew up in 
a small town in central Michigan. I lived 
on a street called Mill and at the end of 
that street was a mill pond.

Where is everyone, I wondered? Am

tage of this opportunity to skate on natu-
ral ice? There are only a few times the 
conditions are conducive for this, and 
the last time was in 2007 at Font Lake. 
That was also where I took a fall and 
ended up living on Ibuprofen for months 
because of a banged up shoulder. Oh 
well, skating is not for sissies. 

As long as this weather holds I'll be 
out there on the ice taking long strides, 
trying not to hit little pockets of snow-
covered bumps, and taking advantage of 
Mother Nature's gift to us this winter.
